the bachelor’s degree at LCC, minimizing your time and cost to earn your BSN or MSN.  
 

 If you have an AAOT or a prior bachelor’s degree, your general education 

requirements are already met. See page 2 for credit requirements for the BSN/MSN.

Literature (ENG) course can be completed at LCC or 
Bushnell. 

 

Additional “Arts & Letters” credits from required electives.  

Social Sciences 
15 semester credits (23 quarter credits).  
Must include: 

 One history course 

History course can be completed at LCC or Bushnell.  

PSY 215 counts toward social science.  
Additional nursing courses in LCC’s program count toward 
social science and meet the remaining credit requirement. 

 
 

Diversity 
At least one course addressing topics of 
cultural and/or ethnic diversity in society 

 
NRS 110A meets diversity requirement. 

 
 

Math/Science/Computer 
One course of each, minimum 4 credits each: 

 Math 105 or higher 

 Science with a lab 

 Computer 

Math 105 can be completed at LCC or Bushnell.  
Note: Statistics is not required. 

 

BI 231 meets science requirement. 

 

A computer competency exam is available for those who 
wish to test out of the computer requirement. 

 

Bible/Theology 
8 semester credits 

This content is incorporated into the BSN major at 
Bushnell. No extra classes required. 



Electives Most nurses have enough transfer credits to meet the electives 
requirement. A Bushnell enrollment advisor can review your 
transcripts to determine if any additional credits are needed. If 
so, they can be taken through LCC or Bushnell.
